How to beat the test takers who are trying to trick you
Underline the important parts of the question
X-out any of the tricks
Explain your thinking. Why did you choose your answer?
Example:
Students add 10g of salt to 250g of water. What is the mass of the salt after mixing the two substances?
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A   0g     Salt looks like it disappeared, but it didn’t, really. I can still



taste it. Some people might choose this one, but I know



it’s incorrect because the salt is still there, and if it’s still 



there, it can’t be 0g.
         B  10g     It is 10g because you need to separate salt from water. The 



question is asking for the mass of salt, which stays the 



same. The mass of salt is 10g.
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C  250g   The question is not asking for the mass of water, it’s asking 



for the mass of salt.
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D  260g   No, the test makers want me to add the numbers together. 



But if I add it, then I get 260g of salt and water, not 



just the mass of salt. This is incorrect.
